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Published in support of the Children’s Hospice
South West (all profits from sale go to that
worthy charity), it is fitting that the stories in
this book should have been written specifically
for children, and with a view that they might
be read together with parents and friends.
That each of the 16 stories included should
also be firmly rooted in the Westcountry adds
greatly to their charm and fascination.

Each tale centres on the magical and mysterious
adventures of a wide range of animals who, in
the long tradition of fairy tales, offer through
their voice and way of life, a lesson of value to
human beings.

The author has already established herself as
an important voice in the region, her empathetic
approach to teaching others about wildlife
being an important factor in her drive for
conservation.
