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Those ‘in the know' will for decades have
been familiar with the unique charm of
Padstow, a traditional Cornish slate-country
fishing port that provides a dramatic contrast
with bustling brash Newquay |2 miles down
the coast.

However; it was the installation in 1990 of
harbour gates which for the first time allowed
round-the-clock deep water mooring for
visiting yachts and other large pleasure craft
that really began its transformation.into
today's fashionable and upmarket resort.

While many changes have taken place over

the two decades, Padstow remains remarkably

unspoiled, and thanks to the great care taken
by residents old and new, has been able to
tastefully graft the old with the new.

Therefore it has designer boutiques; surf
shops, art galleries and the restaurant empire
of the town's celebrity TV chef Rick Stein
rubbing shoulders with a tradition that dates
back to pagan times: Padstow’s famous

‘Obby ‘Oss' festival on May |, not so long ago
a decidedly local affair but one which now
attracts visitors from all over the globe.

Robin Jones has been visiting the town for a
third of a century, and yet still manages to
discover something new and magical each
time, as he reveals in this selection of more
than 60 images which sum up the true spirit
of Padstow.
