It is no
surprise then that millions of visitors each year
are drawn to visit the many charms of this unique
combined county.

For the casual observer, East and West Sussex
offer an astonishing variety of landscapes. But for
those who look a little closer, Sussex is even more
generous in its rewards, and can compete with
any location in the United Kingdom for its sheer
beauty and drama, and its continuing capacity to
beguile.

The South Downs Way,The Wealdway,The
Vanguard Way, and many other public pathways,
criss-cross the counties and provide access to
surprisingly wild and open countryside in an
otherwise well-populated part of the United
Kingdom. No surprise then that walkers, cyclists,
outdoor adventurers, and photographers alike, are
drawn from far and wide to enjoy this remarkable
county.

Sussex – Loving It! is the first book of former UK
Landscape Photographer of the Year, Gary
Eastwood. Beautifully produced, this book offers
more than 50 majestic panoramic images
capturing brooding sunsets, misty dawns, swirling
mists and tranquil dusks, captured over four
seasons in the life of Sussex.

Golden Arundel
Early morning sunlight bathes Arundel Castle in an orange glow, set against dark clouds in the background.
